3. The Audience. Who is your audience? Be as specific as possible with anything that is relevant to the audience for this program. Gender, achievement levels, language etc. Whatever you put here should have some relationship to what you are designing, so that you create a project for the right audience. 

4. Objectives/Assessment. What are the objectives of the program? What will students learn after using it (more than once, hopefully). Why are these appropriate objectives? How will you test to see whether or not students have met the objectives?
5. Content. What type of content are you teaching? Describe the content and identify the content type (facts, concepts, principles, procedures or any combinations of them. Is this linked to any state standards? If so, what are they?

6. Instructional Strategies. What instructional strategies will you use?
